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HISTORY

The Moritani Scholarship Foundation was officially estab-
lished in November 1972, commemorating the 70th anniver-
sary of Moritani & Co., Ltd. It was registered as a public
utility corporation and has since cemented its position by re-
celving personal assets as donations from the late Mr.
Masatoshi Moritani and Mr. Ichiro Moritani, the 2nd and 3rd
presidents of Moritani & Co., Litd.

In 1983, the Foundation significantly expanded its operations
beyond scholarship awards to include funding for deserving
research studies and contributions to selected projects.
Further broadening its scope in 1993, the Foundation intro-
duced Special Purpose Grants as part of its Scholarship
Grants initiative. Subsequently, in April 2013, following
amendments to laws governing public utility corporations, the
Foundation's responsibilities were transferred to the general
incorporated foundation, Moritani Scholarship Foundation.

OBJECTIVES AND OPERATION

1. SCHOLARSHIP GRANTS
(A) REGULAR GRANTS
OBJECTIVES

The primary goal is to support the development and socie-
tal integration of promising individuals by providing
scholarship grants to eligible students from senior high
schools, universities, and similar institutions in Tokyo.
These grants target students with outstanding academic
achievements and good conduct who face financial diffi-
culties. Eligible students from institutions outside Tokyo
are also considered if they reside in Tokyo.

@ Grants are awarded to students on a monthly basis
according to the following scale:

These scholarships are available to Japanese and for-
eign students and cover the standard study duration
until graduation.
@ Annual meetings of member students are convened in
December.
® Literary collections of member students are published
annually in March.
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(B SPECIAL PURPOSE GRANTS

OBJECTIVES
The objective is to assist undergraduate and graduate stu-
dents residing in Tokyo or enrolled in universities in
Tokyo to cover substantial expenses arising from special
events such as the publication of research works and the
completion of graduation projects, to foster arts and sci-
ences.

OPERATIONS
Scholarships amounting to ¥ 1,440,000 per application are
awarded.

2. SUBSIDIZING OF RESEARCH WORK
AND OFFERING OF CONTRIBUTIONS

OBJECTIVES

The aim is to provide financial support to researchers con-
ducting studies in natural, humane, or applied sciences,
and to contribute to deserving commemorative projects,
thereby promoting arts and sciences. Support grants are
only considered for research studies and commemorative
projects conducted in or undertaken by universities or
other institutions in Tokyo.

OPERATIONS

1) Subsidizing of research work: ¥1,200,000 per annum.

2) Offering of contributions: ¥50,000 per member student
of this Foundation, disbursed to universities upon for-
mal solicitation.

(A} REGULAR GRANTS

APPLICATION PROCEDURES

REQUIREMENTS

Applicants must be students at senior high schools, uni-

versities, etc., who:

@ Either reside in Tokyo or are enrolled in institutions
located in Tokyo.

@ Demonstrate excellent academic performance and good
conduct but face difficulties in meeting their school ex-
penses.

no requests by telephone are accepted.

@ Application papers must be obtained via the school.

® Application papers must be submitted via the school.

@ Application papers will not be returned.

® All inquiries must include the applicant's name, address,
and school.

Application papers are accepted via schools starting from
April each year.
All applications must reach the application office by the end
of April.
SCREENING
(D Successful candidates are selected by the Foundation's
Representative Director, following assessment by the
screening board based on submitted materials and inter-
views.
@ The outcome of the document screening will be dis-
patched to each school around mid-June.
@ Interviews are conducted towards from mid to late June.
@ Results of the interviews are communicated to each appli-
cant and school in early July.

APPLICATION PROCEDURES

NATURE OF THE PROGRAM
The program does not aim to subsidize high-tech develop-
ment projects or large-scale research but focuses on basic re-
search in valuable yet possibly less-publicized fields.

ELIGIBLE FIELDS (THEMES)
1. Natural science, particularly basic research on animals
and plants.
2. Basic technology research.
3. Investigative research in cultural sciences.
4. Basic research on social problems, environment.

REQUIREMENTS
Individual researchers registered with universities or re-
search institutions in Tokyo, or residents of Tokyo, under
40 years of age.

NECESSARY PAPERS AND RULES
(O Complete the application on the designated form with all
required details.
@ Written recommendation by the dean, laboratory direc-
tor, or supervising professor (only one application per
person).

NUMBER OF SUBSIDIES
Up to 10 annually.

TIME OF APPLICATION
Papers are distributed to universities in around early
September each year, with applications accepted until
around mid-December.

SCREENING
(D Successful applicants are chosen by the Representative
Director following evaluation by the screening board
based on submitted materials and interviews.
@ The results of the screening are communicated to each
applicant and university by around the end of March.
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NOTES TO RECIPIENTS

PAYMENT OF SUBSIDIES

D Subsidies are generally paid in two or more installments.
@ Before the second and subsequent installments, each re-
cipient must submit a progress report to the Foundation.

REPORTS REQUIRED

@ A written report on the use of the subsidy.
@ Written report on completed research work (e.g., ab-
stracts of papers or speeches on the research topic).
